AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR PAYMENT OF
MILEAGE TRAVEL EXPENSE FOR OFFICIAL BUSINESS
OF THE VILLAGE OF OTTOVILLE BY ITS ELECTED
OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES AND REVOKING
ORDINANCE NO. 157

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Village of Ottoville,
Ohio, a majority of its members concurring hereto that:

Section 1. Elected officials and employees of the Village
shall be paid a sum per mile driven for official business of the
Village. Said sum shall be determined by the amount allowable
by Internal Revenue Service at the time the mileage is driven in
accordance with its regulations regarding the STANDARD MILEAGE
ALLOWANCE, which for the year 1996 is 31 cents per mile, and
which increases periodically with Internal Revenue Service
regulations.

Section 2. This ordinance shall be effective from and
after the earliest date allowed by law.
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
